4.         Extras

Lunch   £185 per term is payable termly in advance.

Music   Private lessons are available by arrangement with the Teacher through the Head of Music.

5.         Sibling Reductions

A reduction of 5% of the applicable tuition fee will be accorded to second and subsequent children within a family. For the purpose of establishing entitlement to a sibling reduction children attending the morning nursery only will be disregarded.

Important Notes

All fees and other charges must be paid before the start of each term. A surcharge of £100.00 will be added to accounts not settled on or before the first day of term. It is regretted that if an account is not settled by half term it may be necessary to ask for the pupil's removal.

A FULL TERM'S NOTICE must be given in writing to the Head Teacher before a pupil is withdrawn, failing which a term's fees in lieu of notice will be payable.
