	AUTUMN I

· Recognise 2 and 3 part vocal textures.

· Use terms like ‘trio’ and ‘quartet’ accurately.

· Maintain an individual part in a song.

· Revise do re mi so la solfege and hand signals.
	SPRING I

· Sing rounds in four and five parts.

	SUMMER I

· Begin to notate do re mi fa so la in staff notation.(Yr 6 only)
· Explore the expressive elements further when 

        trying to create  a particular mood.


	AUTUMN II

· Recognise a metre in three.
